Students will get their skates on (paper plates) and participate in
fun modified events such as speed skating, biathlon, snowboarding and ice hockey. Following that,
students will participate in Cricket and develop basic skills in batting, bowling and fielding. Particular
emphasis will be on the fundamental motor skill ‘overarm throw’.
